Mr. Speaker, last year's
voyage of the Hokule'a, a double-hulled
Polynesian voyaging canoe, captivated
the imagination of peaple throughout
America as one of the country's most
couragecus and inspired Bicentennial
adventures. The National Geographic
Boclety decumented the journey from
Hawail to Tahit] and back in a television -
program seen by millions on the Public
Eroadeasting System.

This year, and for the first time, pad-
diers  will challenge the teeacherous
Kauai Channel befween Oahu and Kauai
in the world championship of canoe rac-
ing-a crowing experts say has yet to he
achieved by any open outri canoo.

This renaissance of the Hawalian
canoe has been capiured In an article
written by Phaesnon Landen for the Ha-
wail Visitors Bureau. I submit this article
for inclusion in my remarks as a thor-
ough description of the origins of the
canoe and the sailing mastery of the
Polynesians—old and new:

THE MIGHTY HaWAIAN CamoE
i{By.Fhaenon Landen)

Unlike ciboes tured In most outdoor

ms, the Hewsllan canoce Is an oute
Tigger, Centurizs before the time of Colum-
bus or Magellan when Eurcpeans were afrald
to lose sight of the land, Polynesians were
salling the vast Facifie in huge double-hulled
canpes—two outriggers: lashed together
stabllity on the open sea

Without the aid of instruments or charts,
for they had no written language, they navi-
gated the rough seas guided by wind patterns,
rds and cloud formations,

knowledge of mst to the fullest to
ehart, in thelr minds, thelr way to unknown
innds,

Allegedly coming from Southeast Asia and
driven by the desperation of famine or war
or perhaps. by the aplrit of thelr gods. the
varipus eultures wha would be ancestors of
tive Polynesians moved southward to Indo-
nesla about 1600 B.C.

From there Lhey moved onward aerass Lhe

to Micronesin; wtut hward to Pijl

rasp of m manis ray's skin, With these and
guldance from thelr geds, they hollowed and
shaped cances from glant trees of kes and
other hardweods, In some areas of the Tua-
motu  Archipelage. tlmber was Scarce and
trees were small, Yet strobg. seawerthy eraft
were still made by jolning small earved
pla-ks edpe-to-edge and helding them to-
Fether with pegs and senunit cord lashing
made Irom coconut fbers, The salls were
pleited pandanus motting. The hulls were
water-procfed by taking gim from the brend-
fruit trees, wrapping It around candle nuts,
¥hewering them on coconut-1 ribs and put-
ting them to torch. The hot dripoings. con-
pealed by water, formed piteh. The finlshed
tanse was  polished with the nectar of
Aowers.

If a1l this sounds primitive and crude, the
words of Spanish explorer De Queres tells
un differently, He wrote in 1604, describing
the Polynesian canos, “'Better conld not have
been masds In Castilie” Captain James Cook
added, . . . our cabitet makers do not pol-
ish the muet eostly furniture better.”

Traversing rough open séas that in years
to follow would wreck many large European
ships, the Polynesians eventually had settled
every inhabitable Bland in san expanse of
ocenn roughly equal to the entire land sur-
face of the whole Western Hemisphere. All
thie belore Europesn explaration begnn!

sugar and pineapple plantations. The Ha-
wallan culture all but disappeared, along
with eanoe bullding and Its wse in daily life.

Todny, the sutrigger canse is used only In
sports, Galls mre not used Paddlers can be
seen every day in Hawailan waters rigorously
tralning for the many regattas and long dis-
tanee roces that take phaee all year.

Over 40 different ceange clubs, under the
direction of two major canoe racing ssencls-
tions. take part throughout the year 1n Inter-
club sompetition with spesd, endurance and
expertize as their oriteria. Canoelng, as one
of the last remalning soclent Hawalian
sports, 15 taken serlously In the lslands,

Diring Alcha Week, canoce clubs compele
in & 68-mile race across the treacherovs Molo-
kil Channel to Walkiki Beach on Onhu.

Though the huge double-nulled canoe dis-
appearad from Hawalian waters muny, many
yeprs ngo, It was not forgotten. In 1673 Herb
Kane, & Hawelian artist with an intense in-
terest in the history of his peopls, was in-
strumental in forming the Polynesian Voyag-
ing Soclety to bufld & E0-Toot replica of &
1Zth century double=hulled Polyneslan canoe.

. They named it Hokule'a (Ster of Gladness),

the star Arcturus, which supposedly
guided the ancient Polyneslans from Tahitl
to Hawatl, The goals of the voysge were to

In building the Hokule's, the old ways were
duplicated in cyery way possible except for
nome modern bullding materials. Durlng o
vear of latense wotk and training In & clols-
tered anvironment, atrnlsu t.hl.uwl heppened.
The ¢ld ancestral prida in the pait was ro=
kindled for the Haws!lan peopls, and a sense
of the mystical In cance making and salling
was reawakened. The crew and woeficers be-
eame close a3 an ‘chena, and &8s they shaped
the canoe, 1t seemed to shape them. BMana
(splritual power) permeated both msn and
canoe,

With the feathered lel-mog tled to the top
sall for wind direction, and for protection,
two kamanl-wead KU'L Opures with their bent
knees and the golden shell disc of the uni-
verse held aloft, the Hokule's lefi Maul for
Tahitl, As in the old days, she was navigated
by the wind, clouds, currents and the stars,
She sticcessfully safled to Tabltl and back,
where on both shores thousands of emotion-
ally moved well-wishers gathereg ‘o welcome
her.
