Dear Principals, Teachers, and Students:

As per the recent memo from Superintendent Clark, the Port of Honolulu®s Propeller Club
is sponsoring the 43rd. .Annual Harding Memorial Essay Contest this year. This year's theme
is "The American Merchant Marine - Its Vital Role In The World Of Commerce". - The contest
offers high school students a chalTenge and an opportunity to conduct research on the

American Merchant Marine.

The American Merchant Marine is defined as those vessels operating under the U.S. flag.
This excludes military and publicly owned vessels but includes any type of craft engaged in
a commercial service, including those in the fishing industry. Ships that we see regularly
in Hawaii, such as the Matson container ships, Pacific Far East Line's passenger ships,
Hawaiian Tug and Barge's tugs, the American tankers, and our local fushing f]eet are all
considered part of the Merchant Marine.

Hawaii's winning essay will be sent to Natinna1'Headquarter5 far Judging against winning
entrants from each participating PrupeT]er Club chapter located at various seaports around
the country. Last year a total of 21 prizes were awarded nationally, including many trips
on American ships to Europe, the Far East, and Hawaii-South Pacific. Our local winner,
Miss Maria T. Duben of Kaiser High Schoﬂl -won a $200 cash prize in national competition.

On the local level the prizes awarded were: 1st.- a round trip for two to.any island .
for two on Seaflite, Z nights for 2 at the Ka'anapali Surf Hotel, and $50 spending money.
2nd.- a $100 savings bond and an inter-island round trip on the schooner MACHIAS. 3rd.-
a 550 savings bond.The first 3 place winners and their teachers were recognized at a
Propeller Club luncheon meeting held aboard the SS MONTEREY. We expect to come up with
similar prizes this year and will announce them to you when they are finalized.

A common complaint that we heard all too often last year was that there is very little
available in the school and public Tibraries on the American Merchant Marine and a
methodical research was therefore very difficult. To correct this unfortunate situation
the Propeller Club, in conjunction with Sea Grant, is establishing a Library/Research Center i
on the 8th. floor of the Aloha Tower. We are currently in the process of stocking this |
facility with publications relating strictly to the commercial maritime industry. To date - |
we have received copies of legislation pertaining to the Merchant Marine, including valuable !
data on the fishing industry, from Senator Inouye, copies of Coast Guard publications
directly relating to this field, and several copies of various monthly professional pub11:atlon5
He will be announcing shortly when this library will be available for your use.

The deadline for the contest is 1 March, 1978 so you have ample time to prepare your
essay. To make sure that those whe intend to enter this contest will be kept fully abreast

of all available information we would Jike gou to contact either of the two phone mmbers
listed below, leave your name and phone number and your call will be returned to get your
address . This way you can be included on a special mailing 1list that is being developed
for all contestants to receive up to date information on available resource material.

The California Maritime Academy's training ship, the GOLDEN BEAR, will be in Honolulu
from 31 January, 1978 to 4 February, 1978. During her visit here all who have indicated a
desire to enter this contest by 20 January, 1978 will be hosted to an open house aboard the
ship which will be followed by a harbor tour that will include a visit of Matson's facilities
with a narrated slide show on Honolulu Harbor and the importance of shipping to Hawaii.
