The Polynesian wvoyaging canoe Hokule'a is now estimated
to arrive in Honolulu early afternoon Friday, if winds and
weather allow it to keep on its current fast pace.

The arrival celebration will be on the Waikiki side of

Magic Island in Ala Moana Park.

Singer Marlene Sai will be mistress of ceremonies.

The Royal Hawaiian Band will be on hand, and will give
a concert as the canoe progresses to shore. BAs the canoe docks,
Roland Cazimero and the singing group Hokule'a will perform songs
inspired by the vovaging canoce.

r.. At the dock, the ‘rew will check through U. S. Customs.
Reverend David Kaupu will give the blessing, and George Nahope
will chant.

The crew then will disembark, reunite with their families,
then be greeted by Governor George R. Ariyoshi.
Moku Froiseth, Vice President of the Polynesian Voyaging

'Scciety, will introduce the officers and crew, as well as the
crew bf the woyage to Tahiti (the "down" voyage).

officers of Hokule'a will speak briefly, to be followed
by a 15-minute program of music and dance.

Hokule'a's time of arrival will be re-calculated by
the Voyaging Society Thursday and again Friday mnrning,.so
that the press and public can be as accurately informed as
possible on when the cance is likely to dock.

If the canoe does arrive Friday, it will have been at

sea 25 days on the return trip, compared to the 33 days spent

on the voyage to Tahiti.

If details of the celebration have changed, these will be
spelled out.

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Holdover crew members are Steve Somsen, University of Hawaii navigation
instructor; Chad Baybayan, student; and Mau Piailug, the Micronesian
navigator who guided the historiec 1976 wvoyage to Hawaii.

The return trip constitutes the second half of the basic mission of
the voyage, which is to advance knowledge of non-instrument navigation. All
information is -being carefully documented. It will be analyzed and published
forkscientific purposes and also formulated into a general educational
program. I )

On its voyage down, Hokule'a relayed its position estimates and scientific
research data to its escort vessel Ishka via a very limited-range radio.

A radio with a somewhat greater reach has been installed on Hokule'a for the
return voyage, to allow the canoe to sail beyond the line of sight of
Ishka.

PVS will be monitoring Hakulg'a by use of satellite beacon placed
aboard the canoe. It's signals will be picked up by 2 orbiting satellites
approximately 7 times daily, relayed to France, then Washington D. C., and
finally back to Homolulu. This procedure worked beautifully on the trip
down, providing us with exact locations of Hokule'a. When the trip is

completed, we will publish a graph of these locations.

Mr. HEFTEL. Mr, Speaker, I would
like to bring an article to the attention
of my colleagues which I belleve is in-
spirational and informative.

The following artl-
cle by one of the Hokule's navigators,
Will Eyselka, was printed in the July
Bishop Museum newsletter, Ka ‘Elele,
and I believe it teaches us that we
have much to offer the future by call-
ing upon our past for giuidance:

This was the question that confronted us
as Nalnoa Thompson, the noninstrument

instrument navigation can be

through study of the stars in the Planetar-
lum, we spent hundreds of hours in the
Bishop Museum Planstarium sailing back
and forth between Hawall and Tahitl.

This method is unique; and we have dis-
covered several possibilities for neninstru-
ment navigation that have never before

navigation, such as Thomas Gladwin and
David Lewis, salled with some of the few Mi-
cronesinn navigators who are still practl-
tioners of the art in order to learn from
them. However, cultural and language bar-
rlers make this appreoach difficult. Western-
ers think in terms of measurement, while
Micronesians are most comfortable with
melaphor.

We
have documented our understanding of non-
instrument navigation. It is rational, elfi-
cient, and explicit In thought. Nainoa's
methods are based on a set of principles
that governs the relationship between var-
jous phenomens. These principles can be
learned and used by others.

Certainly there must be parllels between
these principles and those developed long
ago by the Polynesians of old. Perhaps
greater insight will be achieved by encoding
the information we have attained about the
stars Into & Hawallan navigational chant
that might be leamned by navigators who
would like to repeat the venture, This might
also lead to beiter unders of cognl-
tive mapping and of the meiaphor in the
salling methods of the peoples of Oceania

Mr, HEFTEL. Mr. Bpeaker, last year's
voyage of the Hokule'a, a double-hulled
Polynesian voyaging canoe, captivated
the imagination of people throughout
America a3 one of the country's most
courageous and inspired Bicentennial
adventures. The National Geographic
Boclety documented the journey from
Hawali to Tahiti and back in a television
program seen by milllons on the Public
Broadcasting System.
The emerging desire among young peo-
ple to do things “the old way" is evident
in the growing number of cance clubs

during Aloha Week festivities in the fall,

This year, and for the fust time, pad-
dlers will challenge the treacherous
Kauai Channel between Oahu and Kauaj
in the world championship of canoe rac-
ing—a crossing experts say has yet o be

jeved by any open outrigger canoe.

This renaissance of the Hawallan
canoe hes been captured in an article
written by Phaenon Landen for the Ha-
wall Visitors Bureau. I submit this article

THE MIGHTT HAWAITAN CANOE
(By Phasnon Landen)

Unlike cances pletured in most outdoor
magazines, the Hawalian caoce I8 an out-
rigger. Centuries the time of Colum-
bus or Magellan when Europeans were afrald
to lose sight of the land, Polynesisns were
salling the vast Paclfic in huge double-hulled
CAnfes—two ocutriggers lashed together for
stability on ths Open Bes.

Without the ald of instruments or charts,
for they had no written language, they navi-
gated the rough sess guided by wind patterns,
ocenn currents, birds and cloud formatlons,
but abowve all the atars. They used thelr
knowledge of astronomy to the fullest to
chart, in thelr minds, thelr way to unknown
lands,

Allegedly ceming from Boutheast Asls and
driven by the desperation of famine or war
or perhaps, by the spirlt of thelr gods, the
varipus cultures who would be ancéstors of
the Polynealans moved southward to Tado-
nesia about 1600 B.C,

From there they moved onward across the
vaet Pacifie, to Micronesls; southward to Fiji,
the New Hebrides and New Caledonla. Some
settled In Bamoa and Tongs while others
salled farther into the Socleties (Tahitl) and

Triangle, sutlined by the Hawallan chaln,
New Zealand and Esster Island. Within the
trinngle lle the Marquesas and Soclety
Tslands; Tuamotu and Gambler Archipelagoes
and Piteaim.

“The Polyneslans became master builders,
peerless navigators and accomplished saliors.
Thelr Huge wo'o (canoces) were made only of
wood, coconus fiber and pandanus leaves.
Thelr only tocls were the pre-historie stone
ndze, knlves of shell, bone and corsl and the

rasp of a manta ray's skin. With these and
guldanes from thelr gods, they hollowed and
shaped canoes from glant trees of koa and
other hardwoods. In some aress of the Tua-
motu Archilpelago, timber was scarce and
trees were small, Yot strong, seaworthy eraft
were still made by jolning small carved
planks edge-to-edge and holding them to-
gether with pega and sennit eord Iashing
made from ecotoniut Abers. The mmlls were
plaited pandanis matting. The hulls were
witer-proofed by taking gum from the bread-
frult trees, wrapping It around candle nuts,
skewering them on coconut-leaf ribe and put-
ting them to torch. The hot dripoings. son-
gealad by water, formed pltch. The Anished
cance wis polished with the nectar of
flowers.

If @&ll this seunds primitive and crude, the
words of Spanlsh explorer De Queres tells
us differently. He wrote in 1608, descri
the Polynesian cance, "Better could not have
been made in Castille.” Captain James Cook
sdded, . . . our cablnet makers do not pol=
Ish the mosi costly furniture better,”

‘Traveraing rough open seas that in yeara
to follow would wreck many large Burcpean
ships, the Polyneslans eventually had settled
every Inhabitable island in an expanss of
‘ocean roughly eguasl to the entire land sur-
foce of the whole Western H . All

Islands, used many 20- to 60-foot outriggers
‘B8 WAr cances in his efforts to defeat neigh-
boring lalands, During his reign the same
sturdy cnnces carried, not only his mighiy
warrlors, but four cannohs he had acquired.
as well.

After Cook's discovery of the Hawaiian
Islands, whaling ships and sandslwood
traders followed along with the missionaries,
Western man's culture was rapldly adopted
by the Hawallans, Bastern ways followed and
were also assimilated when the Chinese and
the Japanese immigrated to work in Huwalls
sugar and pineapple plantations. The Ha-
wallan culture all but eared, along
with canoe buildlng and Its use In dally life.

Today, the cutrigger canoe s used only in
sporta. Balls are not used. Paddlers can be
seen every day in Hawallan waters rigorously
training for the many regattes and long dis-
tance races that take place all year.

Over 40 different canoce clubs, under the
direction of two major canoe racing associa-
tions, take part throughout the year in inter-
club competition with speed, endurance and
expertise as thelr criteris. Canoelng, &s one
of the last remaining anclent Hawallan
sports, 1s taken serfously in the lslands.

this before European exploration began !
During this time » group of people of
sturdy bulld and great stremgth left the
uesas Islands between B00-T00 AD.
and another from Tahitl between B50 and
1260 A.D. Taking thelr ‘chafia, or families,
& few pigs, chickens and dogs; dried foods
In the form of bapanans, breadfrull, coconut
and fish; seeds, roots and cuttings of plants,
and gulded by the star Arcturus, they moved
400 miles of rough sea 10 & new
chaln of islands later to be called Hawall
The history of thelr voyegea was recorded In
the storles and the meles (chants) of the

pecple.

By the time Captaln Cook salled lnto
Kealakekus Bay in 1779, The Sandwich Isles
(later to be called the Hawallan Ialands)
were 50 well populated that more than 8,000
canoes sailed out to welcome him.

From the mo=ient the ldea of & tance was
concelved until it weas finbshed, oferings
and prayers were made by the Hahuna
Kalai Wa'a, the canos bullding priest, to
seck guldance from the gods. Nothing was
done without the faver of the gods. Even o
small mistake by & worker, breaking the fow
of spiritusl unity, was so serlous as to
threaten the life of the offender. Thus, as in
all things they did, » mystical mana per-
menated the ritual of cance building and re-
mained to give the cance & splrit of its
own, When it was fAnished, It waa salled
silently out to open ses. The first living thing
slghted, whether whale, shark, bird, etc,
became the ‘aumakuag, of protectire spirit-
god of the canos.

The single outrigger cance, built by the
Polyneslans, whs malnly used for fishing,
sports, Inter-lsland transportation and war.
Depending on the type of canoe, 1ts use and
the ares from which it came, it varled in
style, deslgn and number of ssils. I length
eould be from 30 to 118 feet with the capac-
1ty Lo earry from two to 200 men.

By removing the floats and lashing the
hulls together, bow to stern, it became a
double-kulled vessel that was stronger, rode
better in the watér and waa large enough to
move a family of a village long dlstances
RCTOSE OPED BER.

In 1774 Captein Cock reported seeing. off
the coast of Takitl, 180 huge W.r canoes with
170 smaller cances carrylng 7,760 men 1o &
great naval battle.

Though the huge double-hulled canoe dis-
appeared from Hawalinn waters many, many
years ago, 1t was not fi . In 1873 Herb
Kane, 8 Hawallan artist with an inténse in-
terest ln the history of his people, was In-
strumental in forming the Polynesian Voyag-
ing Society to bufld a 60-foot replica of &
12th century double-hulled Folynesian canoe.
They named |t Hokule's (Star of Gladness),
for the star Arcturue, which supposedly
guided ths anclent Polynesians from Tahitl
to Hawall, The goals of the voyage were to
. . . establish the truth about our origins”,
sald Esne, and to generate enthusiasm and
respect for the koow-how of thelr ancestors.

In building the Hokule's, the old ways ware
duplicated in eyery way posalble except for
somes modern building materials, During &
year of Intense work and tralning o o clois-
tered environment, strange things happensd.
The old ancestral pride in the past was re-
kindled for the Hawallan people, and o sense
ef the mystical in canoe making and salling
was reawskaned. The crew and workers be=-
eame closs as sn ‘ohana, and as they shaped
the cance, 1t seemed to ahape them. Mana
(spiritual power) permeatsd both man and

CRINGE,

‘With the feathered lei-moa tied to the top
sall for wind direction, snd for protectlon,
two kamani-wood Ki'l figures with thelr bent
knees and the golden shell diss of the unl-
verst held aloft, the Hokula's left Maul for
Tahltl. As in the old days, she was navigated
by the wind, ciouds, currents and the stars.
She successfully salled to Tahitl and back,
where on both shores thousands of emotion-
ally moved well-wishers gathered to welcome

her.

The re-kindled pride of the past burns
brightly among the Hawallan people today,
and the Hokule's can bs seen plying batwesn
islands teaching the old ways of salling.
while laying plans to return to Tahitl. This
time, they will go via the Eealalkahliki Chan-
nel off the Isiand of Hawall “the routs to
Tahlti"—accordIng to a legend chantsd In
the mele by the old ones.

The visltor to Hawall can share the pride
of the Hawallnns by watching exciting canoe
races held during the year, He may also take
ride in An outrigger eanos from the beach
in Waikikl, The Bishop Museum in Honolulu
provides = day of fascinating exploration
through Peolynesian history, Many anclent
artlfmcts are on display, including the mighty
Hawallan canos.
