New Zealand POTTERS. We visit the oldest building in New Zealand
:.;x: learn something of the Maori and European history that shaped

£ area.

We leave Kerikeri and divert to the coast where we pass through
the rural coastal communities of Matauri Bay and wWaimai. This
i= a subtropical paradise reknown for clear walers, abundant
seafood and big GAME FISHING.

We continue North passing by the seaside resort communities of
WEHANGAROA, MANGONUI (where we can purchase fresh fish for our BEj
lunch). At TATIPA we can if the tide is right gather shellfish to
compliment the meal. {all prepared in the great outdoors). We
pass by CABLE BAY and COOPERS EEACH before seeking some desirable
spot for lunch.

We travel onto AHIPARA to view the famous ninety mile beach and
the impressive westcoast sandunes. We learn about the mighty
KAURI forest that once stoed in this area and how the gum from
this tree shaped the community of KAITAIA that stands nearby.

We now travel inland passing over the lovely MAUNGMUKA mountain
range. On the southern side of the range we take a diversion off
the beaten irack to a recently opened KAURI SANCTURARY at OMALUTA.
We take time to wander smong some of these forest giants on a
beautifully constructed/planned walking track. We hawve afterncon
tea nearby in a place completely unspeoilt by man. Leam from your
TAINUI guide about the flora and fauna of our Northern subtropical
forests.

We cross over to the upper reaches of the Hokianga Harbour and cross
at KohuKohu to Rawene and drop into local country hotel (not on sunday)
for a drink and chance to meet locals. This area is steeped

in Maori and BEurcpen histry.

On our return to Paihia we pass through the rural township of Kaikche
and will see many FA sites once cccupied by famous NGAFUHI leaders
and their people. We pause briefly at WAIMATE RORTH to view the
Mission Station and its relevance in our colonial past.

We arrive back in Bay of Islands early evening.

Learn how these people lived and adapted to the coming og the
white man. Learn how the Buropean changed the face of the country
and affected the lives of the Maori people.

We continue north taking a short diversion to view the giant KAURT
trees that abound in the OMAHUTA KAURI SANCTURARY. We are told
something of the flora and fauna in our beautiful subtropical
Northern forests.

We pass through KAITAIA and travel north to the top of New Zealand —
the famous CAPE REINGA. This is the meeting place of the Tasman
and Pacific oceans. It is known to the Maori people as TE REINGA
WAIRUA is believed to be the departing place of the spirits. At

the meetingplace of the oceans the spirits begin their journey

to the mythical homeland of the MAORI -~ HAWAIKI.

Depending on the tides — we travel for some distance along the
mighty 90 mile beach famous for long siretches of golden sands.
We travel up (or down) the treachmas TE PAKI STREAM - safe adventuring.

Tonight we stay overnight at WAITIKI LANDING in the FAR NOHTH.
We are bested at this adventure resort by the TE AUPOURI MAORI

TRIBES.

After late breakfast and opportunity to take part in some of the
activities at WAITIKI including: OPTIONAL EXTRAS

= early morning horseback ride
= egarly morning fish

We travel sourth to beautiful HOUHORA HARBOUR where (if tide right)
we can gather shellfish for lunch and wvisit the WAEGENER FPIONEER
MUSEUM. We continue on to lovely TOKERAU BAY where we have

a TAINUI LUNCH - BEQ style.

We continue down the eastcoast passing by CABLE BAY, COUOPERS BREACH
TATPA and MANGONUI. At WHANGAROA we diveri inland to pass
by the beauntiful rural Maori communities of WAINUI and MATAURI BAY.

Late afterncon will see us visit KERIKERT to view some hdéstoric
buildings, orchards andi craft shops that make up this peaceful
little community. We hear about the Maori and early European

settlers that shaped the area.

We travel on to the magnificant WAIPOUA PORSST where we have the
opportunity to wview the massive KAURI tree. we continue to
Dargaville once a thriving pioneer town where the Hauri was milled
and shipped. Through undulating sheep and cattle farms to arrive
at MATAKOHE a rural settlement. We visit a2 marvellous museum
dedivated to the Kauri and the men who milled it and helped shape
the face of Northland as it is today.

Today we have LUNCH pienic siyle in a country location. We
continue south toward Auckland calling briefly for a drink at

the PUHOI PUB - an early New Zealand Hotel in the countiry that
has great atmosphere and houses the most amazing collection of
pioneering paraphenalia, (Not open Sundays.) As we approach
AUCKLAND we travel through various Bastcoast Bays resorts before
arriving in the city.

We wvisit a local gold museum and ‘hear some of the history
of the numercus gold mines here and on the adjacent
Coromandel Penninsula where some mining still goes on.

We have the chance to view the remains of what was one
of the largest batterys and stamper (gold bearing ore)
in the world. It is hard now to imagine the vast
community that populated the Waikino valley during that
colourful period in our history.

Leaving Waihi we enter the sundrenched Bay of Plenty,
once a major dairy farming area - 1in recent years
large scale diversification has taken place and high
producing farmlands have been replaced by even higher
producing well manicured horticultural blocks. Huge
shelter belts of guick growing trees and hedges criss
cross the countryside offering protection to all manner
of fruits and berries including the internationally
known "KIWIFRUIT".

We take the opportunity to wisit a local kiwifruit grower,
and to sample some of his fruit and wine.

After a relaxing lunch in this beautiful rural setting
we travel on to the East coast resort centre of Tauranga
before travelling scutht to the thermal region of Rotorua.

MAORI LIFESTYLE EXPERIENCE

By late afternoon we arrive at WAIKOHATU MARAE.

This evening will be a truely unigque experience for all
of you. We are to be the honoured guests of the Ngati
Tarawhai people at their Marae.

"THE MARAE, an institution from the
past has survived the impact of
European society and now provides
not only a refuge for Macri people
where lifestyle and values remain
unchanged, but is central to the
concept of Maoritanga and Maori
cultural identity. It is the place
where Maori oratory, language Values,
socidl etiguette and philosphy are
expressed and reaffirmed. It is not
an entertainment centre - it is a

- place where you as a visitor will be
invited to participate in the lifestyle

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On arrival at the Marae we await the Karanga (call)

onto the Marae. We move on as a closeknit group and

Therefore,
the welcoming ceremony we participate
in is authentic and designed to ensure
welcome, hospitality and well being
for the whole group.

*puring our trip to the Marae, TAINUI
guides will teach you a Maori song and
the proper way to-do the Hongi (Maori
form of greeting).

"HAERE MAI KI TE KAI" - "Come and eat"

Hospitality is an important aspect of Maori lifestvle.

You will be treated to Maori cuisine = e
: ) r ~-=— . and later to a

special concert put on for.}ou by your hosts.

You also have full use of the Marae facilities which
include a private golf course, lake at doorstep with
excellent trout fishing opportunities, private access
to bush walks, rivers and lakes.

End the day with traditional bathing at nearby tribal

owned natural soda mineral hot springs in rural setting.

Then you can enjoy the companionship of story telling

and singing in the WHARENUI (Sleeping house/meeting house)

where we spend the night sleeping Maori style on super

comfortable mattresses and featherdown bedding. Listen
to tribal elders explain the history and significance of

the magnificent carvings and weaved panels which adorn

the house. Drift off to sleep to the sound of the KOAUAU

(flute) played by one of ocur leading exponents.

After breakfast we say farewell to our Maori hests and travel
by private roads to nearby TARAWERA FALLS — beautiful, accessible
wilderness.

We spend a liesurely hour at the springs enjoying the
peautiful and peaceful surroundings. We visit a local farm
helding to watch a shearing demonstration and to talk with the
farmer about his animals and their care. His wife is an expert
at spinning wool and demonstrate her craft. We have lunch with
this family at the farm which overlooks Lake ROTORUA.

We wvisit another Maori family who are successfully growing produce
by HYDROPOKWICS and have a chance to learn aboui this fascinating

We wvisit Ohinemutu Macri willage anmd S5t Faiths church which is
renown for various Maori art decorations and carvings.

We travel up M1t NGONGATAHA to view the Rotorua area. We get a
superb view of the Lakes and Mountains.

We travel through part of the largets
man made farest in the world.
