I heve just finished reading the final manuscript for Book Two,
A Osnce for Uncle Kila. And I am diseppointed. I do not recognize
it ag my work. It is mot my work. The manuscript does not reflect
my creative style at all,

When I sccepted the invitetion of the Committee for Children's
Book Project, I was told thet I could write in my own style and de=
velop my own plot following the gsnersel outline given to me. How
aver, after receiving comments on the first edited manuscript, I was
informed that I needed to revise my menuscript, so thet it would be
coneistent with Booke I and III. I complied with that request., I
conferred with Herb Kene, who was most helpful in clerifying the
procesg of canoe building. Other comments on the use of the Hawaiian
lengusge end imagery and the meking of edzes were helpful in my cor-
recting errcors made because of misunderstood informetion or cereless-
ness, Yet some of these corrected errors have been retained in the
final manuscript.

In my original menuscript I attempted te create a story that

would reflect the moods, smells, sound, colers end spirituslism of

Hawaii before the coming of foreignere, I wanted to show reletion-



shipe among and between people thet ensured harmony in & closed so=
ciety. I developed different themes——-primogeniture, humility,
cooperation, "singleness of task," loyalty, harmony with the gods---
to give the story & sustsining rhythm from beginning tc end. The
style of writing and the choice ef words reinforced the themes men—
tioned sbove. In my opinion the final menuscript lacks the Hewaiian
"apirit" I tried to reecreate fer the reader.

In you lapgt letter you wrete thet I coculd be proud of this final
menuscript., I disagree. I cannot be proud of something that I did
not write. The revised manuscript I submitted hes been rewritten
completely. As I stated esarlier, the creative style is not mine at
all; thefefors I cannot claim Book Two as oy ewne

I do not wish toc be named the author of Boek Two, A Cence feor
Uncle Kila. I repeats do not use ny neme e&s the author of the book.
Pleese returr the poem written to my son Pe'ahi and the dedication
to my two children.

The crux of this emotionsl confliet thet I sm going through
right now is my integrity e&s & crestive person. I cannot with ab=
Kila, It would be difficult to live with myself if I did.
